Many projects over the years have undergone alterations and additions, but those listed below more particularly so and can no longer be regarded as the genuine work of Peter Muller, five regrettably are disowned shown in red.
MULLER House photograph shows how the house looked before it was totally ruined over time by insensitive alterations and additions ... including the removal of the magnificent 200 year old Angophora gum tree to make way for an additional room.  
The grey brickwork and natural timber fascias throughout have been painted white....a disaster.  
The whole colouring of the house originally co-ordinated with the natural bush setting.
WALCOTT House photograph was taken in 1956. The house has been recently extensively modified without consulting Peter Muller but some of the original footprint has been retained.
McGRATH/O'NEILL 1958 ski lodge designed and built in Thredbo has been extensively and disastrously altered without consulting Peter Muller.  
PATRICK House  9 The Scarp,  Castlecrag, designed and built for his brother-in-law (1961) has been rebuilt to a completely new design but incorporating some features of the original design.  Peter Muller was not consulted.
NICHOLSON House   5 Angophera Cr. Forestville designed and built in 1957 has been extensively and disastrously altered and extended without consulting Peter Muller.  Worse, it has been widely advertised for sale (Sept. 2010) as being the work of Peter Muller.
WILLIAMS House  Minkara Avenue, Bayview Heights. The new owners have replaced the timber balustrading with ubiquitous glass panels and the glazed roof separating the Master bedroom suite from the main living areas has been removed and slated over to match existing. It is hoped that one day these essential elements will be restored.
FOR SPECIAL CONSIDERATION:

RICHARDSON house "Kumale" 949 Barrenjoey Rd. Palm Beach (1957).
The present owners have worked hard to retain the design and integrity of the original design.  They have ingeniously added new bedrooms and on-suit bathrooms etc. out of sight below the existing ground floor level. Their commitment, determination and attention to detail to maintain integrity, is absolutely amazing.
GENERAL NOTE:

HOYTS CINEMA CENTRE  134-144 Bourke St. Melbourne has been dramatically modified by converting the building function from theatres into a Health club.  Lost are all of the fine timber detailing inside and out.
